a) Present were Bill Kennedy (BK), Shelton Jackson (SJ), Gina Eshu (GE), Evan Trad (ET), Aisha Noble (AN), Tremaine Maebry (TM), Ariadna Ginez (AG), Lori Zaimi (LZ), Geri Baumgartner (GB), Joe Dunne (JD), Carl Coates (CC), and John Azpeitia (JA).

3) Approval of the Order of the Agenda
a) TM moves to add in a public participation after Budget Review ( all in favor, motion passes unanimously. 
b) GB moves to approve the agenda, Carl Coates second ( all in favor, motion passes unanimously.

i) We were able to seek a lot of feedback prior to shutdown. 

ii) Three priority areas that came out of feedback, data, etc.: formative assessment, differentiation, and culturally responsive teaching. 

iii) See CIWP presentation for detailed data.

iv) Questions & Comments

(1) CC – can you talk more about racial affinity groups? 

(a) LZ – set up groups for POC students and parents to meet and create community 

(b) AN – very encouraged to see this 

(2) AG – hard to see the achievement goals knowing that we will need to reconcile for the loss students are experiencing during this pandemic

(3) GB – CIWP team has not skipped a beat in planning, taking all challenges that this pandemic is bringing into account 

(4) BK – these three priorities center kids, they’re all responsive to priorities that have been named, also lifting up parent comment that white kids/parents also have affinity space to discuss their role in anti-racism

(5) JD – can you discuss why Title 1 funds have increase this year? 

(6) TM – can you share what Title 1 funds are for those in audience that may now know?

(a) LZ – Title 1 funds linked to poverty. Increase in 2 more classrooms led to increase in poverty and more funds to Peirce – expect that the funds will go up again because we will have 7 pre-k classrooms instead of 5. 

(7) BK – is there a threshold of students in first grade class #s? 

(a) LZ – hesitant to say a number, we’ll have to see what it looks like

(8) GE – what happened to an extra case manager? 

(a) LZ – a case manager is in that position – the school was paying for it and now the district is paying for it and now we can add another one through school funds. The most impactful would be clerical support for current case manager. 

(b) TM – can you tell us how case managers support students with 504s & IEPs?

(i) LZ – scheduling all of the meetings for students to get the supports they need, managing a lot of moving pieces

(9) AN – can you talk about tech needs we’ll have in the Fall? Also about cleaning and sanitizing costs? 

(a) LZ – we were able to purchase an additional 100+ Chromebooks, unsure if district will cover more, if they’ll be collected, etc. We have additional wipes/supplies but not enough for a full school year, needs to get more guidance from district about plan for how to open up again safely. FOP would support handwashing stations if we’re able to make it happen. So much uncertainty about the Fall – planning on a 3-4 week basis. 

(10) GB – can support staff help with clerical work from case managers? 

(a) LZ – they don’t have extra capacity. 

(11) GE – what happens to our library? Supporting classroom libraries more? 

(a) LZ – may be able to continue with retired teacher supporting the library or may need for it to become a shared position again, will need to look at schedules. 

(12) AN – can you touch on whether certain funds will need to be reallocated before EOY? 

(a) Some will

5) Public Participation

a) GE – when are grades being submitted? This is a question from Facebook. 

i) LZ – unsure of exact date. 

ii) GE – parents heard other LSCs were able vote on a date 

iii) Luis Garcia, CPS – LSCs do not have such authority to pick a date, it’s a district decision 

iv) LZ – not aware of changes to grade entry

v) Kristen Munoz – Friday June 12th for all classes

vi) GB – end of 4th quarter is June 16th 

b) BK – Welcome to Asst. Principal Samuel Lee

c) JD – we’ve approved this budget with a lot of uncertainty for next year. 

d) Clare Gervasi - I’m Clare, parent to a 3rd grader. This is our first year at Peirce, we moved to Chicago last summer. I am a Montessori early childhood educator and used to teach as a university instructor. Just excited to be able to finally make it to an LSC meeting. I put my hat in the ring to be a parent rep on LSC for next year, but I don’t know what’s happening there since elections have been postponed? Have y’all heard anything?
i) Luis Garcia from CPS – potentially could have Elections at report card pick-up in November but CPS is working with the General Assembly. 

ii) JD – will there be a period when there is no LSC? 

iii) Luis Garcia – no, this assumes current LSC would have an extended term unless they lose eligibility (8th grade parents, teachers moving schools, community reps moving)

e) Robyn Azpeitia - question about themes in Remote Learning feedback from recent surveys and informal channels

i) LZ – this isn’t an ideal environment of course, a lot of families appreciate the work teachers are doing. Feedback in older grades where students are managing multiple teachers is more challenging. 80-85% of students are engaging in remote learning. About 5% not engaging (almost none), about 10% engaging minimally. Have been addressing those groups not engaging by doing school visits and other tactics. Remote learning depends a lot on parents right now, figuring out how to adjust. 

f) Melissa Alvarez Mangual – would we consider streaming meetings when we’re “back” given how much engagement there is on this virtual meeting? 

i) Luis Garcia – Open meetings act was suspended during this time and likely would go back in place when we open up again, but this does not diminish the ability of LSC to stream/promote this as community engagement. 

ii) LZ – does streaming have to be written into the by-laws? 

(1) Luis Garcia – the LSC may add it if they’d like, but it doesn’t need to be codified, it can be set up as a practice that the council tries 

iii) GE – this has been brought up before and thank you, Melissa for bringing this up. 

g) JD – how are you engaging with most at-risk students at our school? Is that correlated with students we’re not seeing doing remote learning? 

i) LZ – no direct correlation. 

h) CC – if school does start remotely next year, what kind of thoughts are going into how engagement continues next year? 

i) LZ – need to create greater consistency across.

ii) JA – how is IB being incorporated? 

(1) LZ – each grade level is supposed to be incorporating into their plans. 

(2) GB – teachers are continuing to learn and improving practices as we learn more about how to do this.

a) LZ - Based on request from PAC to reallocate $ to supplies for families.  
i) LZ moves to approve request, JD seconded ( all in favor, motion passes unanimously.
