a) Fundraising.  
LZ – we don’t have any fundraising proposals currently to approve.  There will be a couple coming up.  Fundraising plan for 7th and 8th grade trip – 10 students that have signed up, 6 that would need support.  A few more that would be interested in attending.  We’re working on a scholarship application.  PSO, FOP may be involved.  

JD – will kids who haven’t expressed interest be informed there may be some $$ for this?  


LZ – cost is $1189 per child.  Kids would be flying, hotel, entrance fees, etc.  Staff members fee is covered by he cost.  7th and 
8th will go every year.  Can we get kids to travel, without parents – a really good experience.


Scholarship is not need based, but based on a blind read on applications.  There may be ways that kids volunteer or parents, 
too, as a way to help offset the cost.

11) School and Committee Reports
Principal’s report. 

· Attendance incentive.  Now at 96.42, which is significantly higher than last month, but lower than where we were last year. 

· Behind the scenes tour.  PYP parents come in focused on inquiry within contexts.  Parents have felt that they have been very valuable, in terms of understanding PYP, and how to support students at home
· ST Math.  We generated the PO, it was lingering, have to get 3 other quotes.  It has been frustrating.  Hoping we can get it done as soon as possible.

· All of the chrome books are in 1to1, 3 to 8th grade.  

· Student led conferences went well, K-5th.  6th graders did it as 5th grade, but not in 6th, going to talk about.

· Teachers are continuing to do lesson study.  K team in Dec, 7th grade science, 1st grade.  Who is interested in developing a research lesson this year.  Still a very scary process, not everyone is ready to still jump in.  

· New contract – REACH is decreasing, but it’s still intense.  Tenured from 4 to 3 over 2 years.  Non-tenured 4 in 1 year to 3 a year.  District is providing a SpEd person to do SpEd observations.  

· Ms Paez is leaving – a clerk at another school.  She’s been one of our SpEd assistants/office assistant.  Good opportunity for her.

· All PYP teachers will be trained.  Thalia attending MYP training.

· MS – restorative practices confusion.  Virag and I are spending time getting teacher buy-in.  Some people really believe in it, some people really wan the punishment/consequence.  

· Barrell of Monkeys.  Music Institute.  Raven Theater.  Creative schools grant for Dream Big (2nd).  5th grade musical with Ms. Thompson and Ms. Leander was really good.  

· BAC – December 1st.  LZ is heavily recruiting, personally inviting, making personal connections.  Hopefully formally create our BAC at that point.  
· Post election – there has been no incidents, a nice announcement was made over the loud speaker.
